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2015  was  a  significant  year  for  Armenian  Red  Cross  Society:  the  
National  Society  is  95 years   old.   It   gave   us   another   opportunity   
to   reassess   and   revalue   the   way   passed, difficulties, that had 
been overcame and progress made.   During these years, Armenian Red 
Cross Society, as an auxiliary to the public authorities in humanitarian  field,    
continued  to  implement  its  mission  in  Armenia,  to  reduce  the vulnerability  
of  the  population,  through  mobilization  of  the  power  of  humanity,  to  get 
prepared to cope with the situations, which may cause vulnerability among 
the population, as well as by assisting people made vulnerable by harsh 
socio-economic conditions

In  2015, we  have  continued our  activities  in  the  following main  
directions:  Social Support and  Health  Care,  Disaster  Management,  
Population  Movement, First  Aid,  Dissemination  of Red Cross Fundamental 
Principles and Humanitarian Values, Tracing and Restoring Family Links, 
Youth and International Activities.

In  2015,  ARCS  started  new  cooperation  with  Swiss  Red  Cross. 
Thanks  to  this  cooperation, new  social-health  model  of  Community  
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based  integrated  home  care  will  be  introduced  in Lori   and   Shirak   
regions.   It   will   allow   to   provide   services   with   new   group   of   the 
beneficiaries and develop National Society Capacities in this sphere.  Armenian  
Red  Cross  Society  continued  activities  towards  Syrian  Armenians  support  
and integration, who had fled to Armenia as a result of Syrian Crisis. Projects 
including economic and  cultural  integration  components  create  new  
opportunities  for  our  counterparts,  so  as they can establish in Armenia.  
The   National   Society   has   made   serious   steps   for   Resource   
Mobilization   Direction development,  conducting  potential  donors’  Market  
Research,  with  the  support  of  IFRC. According  to  this  research,  ARCS  
will  develop  precise  long-term  strategy,  to  organize resource  mobilization  
more  efficiently,  which  will  allow  to  improve  the  quality  of  the services 
we provide to our beneficiaries and to enlarge their number. 

The year was very effective both for international activities, and 
for strengthening  cooperation with the state bodies. ARCS received 
acknowledgement by RA Ministry of Emergency Situations for its input in 
Disaster Risk Reduction sphere.  

We  thank  all  those  organizations,  individuals,  donors  and  volunteers,  
who  trust  in  and support  us.  Their  humanitarian  spirit  and  devotion  inspire  
and enables  to  implement  our humanitarian mission.
